Medical and Research Technology BS, Medicine MS, Nursing MS, Social Work 
MSW, Nursing Practice DNP, and Nursing Certificate programs.  Enrollments in 
Nursing BSN fell by 59 students or 9 percent compared to Fall 2010.  This decline 
in enrollment is offset by the growth within the Master’s programs.  The Nursing 
Certificate programs also experienced gains in their enrollment compared to Fall 
2010, the first year the programs were offered.  The Physical Therapy DScPT 
program is no longer admitting new students.
